Each year the P&C consider a calendar of events and look to set
fundraising goals.  In considering the fundraising goals the P&C also
need to consider the ongoing costs and ensure funds raised through
retail units like Tuckshop can support costs like insurance,
bookkeeping, salaries, memberships etc. The base cost is around
$17K per annum. With true transparency our fundraising from 2025
(which was a good year) looked like the following:- 

Major Fundraiser Trivia Night  - $8K+   
Easter Raffle / Election BBQ / Disco/ Band Tattoo  - $1 -1.5K
Donuts for Dad/  WOW Lunch / Author Night/ Movie Night/
Other Raffles etc - $300 - $1 K

Last year we raised $17K in direct fundraising. We also see funds
come from the Tuckshop/Uniform and Wobbegongs Swim Club.   We
also had some exceptional partners and sponsors.  From direct
Event Partners who help cover the costs through to raffle prize
donations.  Last year we were so proud to have rochele on board as
our Event Partner contributing a significant cash donation to support
our Trivia Night and our Creative Sparks.  We also actively look for
Grants and also advocate for direct capital funding for our school
through our relationships with elected officials.
